But the real 1mportance of the
film is that it carries a heartening
and inspiring message to all na-
tions fighting oppression.

“Sir, from the general state of
the world we must consider our lot
as cast; in a time of peril and
trouble. It has now become the im-
perative duty of Ministers to con-
ceal our danger no Ionger, even
from- themselves: but to make it
known throughout the nation—for
no people can summon their last
ounce to resist a menace of which
they are studiously kept in ignor-
ance,

“It {s not enough for us to say
that Bonaparte is.a madman..and
will pay the price of his madness
and folly. WE MUST TAKE CARE
THAT WE DO NOT PAY IT FIRST.
Sir, there is only one means of de-
fense which can meet this threat of
invasion. It is the arming of the
round bulk of the whole people of
Britain. The Minister must decide
at once upon rousing the spirit of
the country, and if they give that
spirit a just and powerful direction
— they will see it catching from
town to town ., . . from village to
village, until soon the whole King-
dom will manifest one scene of ac-
tivity and energy, displaying in its
native lustre the character of Eng-
lishmen. Then sir, as we answer
the summons, we must remind our-
selves that we are called to strug-
gle for the destiny not of this coun-
try alone, but of the civilized world.

Last Saturday afternoon, a large erowd of Fort Hancock

- soldiers poured up and over the'ga_ngplank‘of the govern-

ment boat-—all with the anticipative happiness of going on
Some were meeting relatives
or friends, who traveled long distances to see them. Some
“were bgqnd for a lark and a geod time.

None of them realized when the return trip would be made
that one ameng them would not be present, that he would be
lying dead in a New York hospital the victim of a taxicab
_accident,

The dccident was personally tragie, as sudden death al-
ways-is. Shecked parents and a bereft sweetheart or wife

~will attest to that.

But the accident and death were tragic for a second reason
also. The soldier was not fully covered by insurgnce.

If the announcement had been made when the boat em-
barked that one soldier among those leaving would be killed
while on pass, every man without a doubt would have
wanted full insurance coverage. But traglcally, death hits
home unheralded. It plays no favorites. It strikes as it
chooses,

Last November, approximately 60 persons, many of the:m
soldiers, were killed or injured in Boston when fire ravaged
and razed the Cocoanut Grove night club in that city. Death
made no prior announcement of its intentions then.

The wise, who were insured, left behind them only a per-
sonal tragedy. The unwise, left a financial dilemma as well,
unless facilitiés other than insurance were providéd. ;

Statistics reveal the fact‘that 23 per cent of the enlisted
men of this post carry no insurance whatsoever, and that
those who are covered by insurance have taken out only
two-thirds of the maxnnum amount to which they are en-
titled,

It is probable that this condition exists because of a false
helief that government insurance was intended only for
combatants, for line troops fighting at the front. The men
included in the uninsured 23 per cent probably reason that
they do not need insurance becauise they are stationed in
‘the United States, or because they are classified as limited
service, or because they hold non-combatant jobs.

The soldier who was killed last weekend would tell this
23 per cent in no uncertain terms how wrong they are—if he
‘could. And those persons burned tc death in the Boston
tragedy wouyld correct this false belief in short order too—if
they eould.

As civilians, many persons cannot afford ingurance. The
rate may be too high in ratio to their earnings. As civilians,

- many persons are unable to enjoy the privilege of holding

insurance. Insurance companies often consider the risk too
great. In military life, neither of these conditions applies.

The soldier who lost his life last weekend ecarried a $5,000
policy, half the maximum he might have carried. He en-
tered the Army approximately six months ago and has paid
$3.55 per month for a total of $21.30 as premiums for the six
month period. The soldier’s parents, named as beneficiaries,
will recéive a to‘cal of approx1mate1y $5,000 in monthly pay~
‘ents from now on:

Had the soidier carried $10,000 insurance, he would have
pald $7.10 per month or a total of $42.60. For the difference
of $21.30, his parents would have received ‘55 000 more coni- -
pensation on the death of their son.

Mixing matters of sentiment with cold guestions o" money .
and finance is often bad taste. But this is not so when the
future welfare and support of a man’s loved ones are at
stake.
 With this in mind, the following statement made 1*ecent1y
by Lt. Col. Walter K. Porzer, post war bond and insurance
officer, cannot help but be of interest.

“This regrettable accident,” he said, “places. before the
minds of every military force the constant daily risk of leav-
ing dependents unprevided for. Fortunately, it demon-
strates the importanee of each man grasping the opportunity °
to provide dependents with insurance.”

Is your life worth a few dollars a month, seldier?’
