On 23%-24 June 2019, AGFA participated in the Bolton Historic Site’s WWII Weekend
program. AGFA member John Uhler was the event organizer in direct support of the
Bolton Historic Site (http://www. jacobsburghistory.com/events/). The members of AGFA
who participated in the event were Donna Cusano, Paul Cusano, Anne Lutkenhouse,
Jerry Still, Gary Weaver, John Uhler and Shawn Welch.

The educational objective was to provide an interpretation of the Coast Artillery
and medical operations during World War II.

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There were many displays throughout the event. Below is a Soviet weapons display.
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The gentleman attired as an Afrika Corps (German) soldier brought out a very
substantial collection of small arms for display.




The display included two cases of very rare hand guns and flair pistols.
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One enterprising group set up a Afrika Corps (German) encampment to include Arab
tent and correct military equipment.

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One of the most welcome parts of the event were all the vendors and community
organizations that set up during the event for the public and historians.
